My dear Parishioners, 
 
As I begin this weekôs message, I want to sincerely thank so 

many of you for your kind remembrance of my 85th birth-

day expressed in so many ways this past week.  I was a bit 

foolish to think that I would have been able to keep that a 

secret.  I am deeply grateful and ask that you please keep 

me in your prayers. 
 
The really big news this week is the promulgation  by Arch-

bishop Gregory of the Archdiocesan Pastoral Plan.   Not 

surprisingly, it focuses on the four major themes that gradu-

ally developed over the course of the past two years as the 

entire Archdiocese shared in its development: Knowing Our 

Faith, Living Our Faith, Sharing/Keeping our Faith, and 

The Evolution of Our Parishes.   
 
In his letter addressed to all of usðand which is inserted in 

this Sundayôs Bulletin ð Archbishop Gregory asks us to 

move ahead  in our parishes with the implementation of this 

grand plan.  This we certainly will do, but first I want to 

meet with ministry and organizational leaders to set the 

course for our own parish.  This meeting will take place on 

Saturday, May 2nd.  Next weekend, April 25-26, a specially 

prepared video will be shown at all the masses so that as 

many  parishioners as possible will have an opportunity to 
hear firsthand what the Archbishop expects of us over the 

course of the next five years. 
 
I believe it is providential that this Archdiocesan Pastoral 

Plan has been initiated during the Diamond Jubilee Year of 

St. Paul of the Cross Catholic Church.  It enables us  to 

move  into our future as a parish with the  sure knowledge 

of the direction we are to take, the support we will be given 

by the Archdiocese,  and the joy of  journeying with 99  

other parishes and missions into a very promising future.

Mis Queridos Hermanos, el pasaje evang®lico de 

este Domingo  y el texto anterior de Lucas, del cual 

es continuaci·n, el de los disc²pulos de Emaus, tienen 

una frase que se repite: ñLes abri· el entendimiento para 

comprender las Escriturasò . Una afirmaci·n que expresa 

que no podemos comprender las Escrituras si el Se¶or resucitado 

no nos da una apertura de entendimiento, una nueva 

manera de leerlas. Es ®l quien abre los ojos a los de Ema¼s 

para reconocer que aquel compa¶ero de camino que les 
explicaba todolo que se referia a ®l en las Escrituras y que 

despu®s les partia el pan, era ®l mismo Se¶or. 

 

El mismo evangelista Lucas nos habla otras veces de 

Jes¼s que ense¶a a mirar y por tanto ayuda a ver, lo que no 

se ha visto antes. Por ejemplo, en el capitulo 7, en otro 

banquete, Sim·n el fariseo ve solo a una pecadora en la 

mujer que est§ a los pies de Jes¼s. Y Jes¼s le dice: ñàVes a 

esta mujer?ò, para se¶alarle que estaba ante una persona 

postrada y humillada. Y seguidamente le da toda una 

serie de detalles que ayudan a que pueda mirarla 

como a alguien con toda la dignidad de los hijos 

de Dios. 
 

Hacer camino con Jes¼s, ser disc²pulo del Resucitado, 

compartir la mesa en la que el parte el pan, da una nueva 

luz, una mirada nueva sobre la realidad y, especialmente, 
sobre las personas. Es la misma Mirada de Dios, la que 

pediremos sobre nosotros con el Salmo: ñHaz brillar 

sobre nosotros las luz de tu rostroò. 
 

Mis Hermanos, pienso que las ense¶anzas que nos 

presenta  hoy la Palabra de Dios es demasiado clara. Solo 

el Se¶or puede iluminarnos para poder interpretar la 

Palabra de Dios. Esto, requiere , ciertamente, un serio 

estudio. Un orar sobre el texto b²blico. Un tener conciencia 

clara, de que estamos trabajando sobre la Palabra de Dios. 

Por eso, debemos examinar con total sinceridad e 

interrogarnos si damos o no testimonio de Cristo con 

nuestra vida. Si nuestra vida es co-herente con lo que 

transmitimos. En fin, si nuestra vida est§ marcada por la 

humildad como la de Jes¼s, nuestro Maestro.
