My dear Parishioners,

I have been reflecting on the horrendous events that have
been playing out across our country over the past several
months, from the wonton killing of young black men by
certain officers of the law to the selling of body parts of
aborted babies by Planned Parenthood. At the same time, 1
have been trying to absorb some of the thoughts of Pope
Francis as expressed in his Apostolic Exhortation of 2013,
Evangelii Gaudium—the Joy of the Gospel, and his recent
encyclical Laudato Si—On the Care of Our Common
Home. As repulsive as they are, these American tragedies
are but symptoms of a global infection far more deadly than
Ebola. In both his amazing documents, Pope Francis has
identified the infection and is calling the whole human fami-
ly to join forces to annihilate it.

Simply put, Francis is talking about sin; not individual sin,
but social sin — structural sin. The idea of structural sin
may seem foreign to those of us who are used to identifying
sin as a personal matter, but, it is very real, very deadly.
Structural sin is sin that is sewn into our social systems cre-
ating laws or establishing traditions that legitimize such
evils as global inequality and American racism. The sinful
structure is established and maintained by two distinct social
elements: those who deliberately set about the task and those
who allow it to happen. The former know who they are, the
latter often fail to see themselves as complicit with the sys-
tem.

It seems to me that Pope Francis is laying out the facts, tell-
ing it like it is about the condition of the human race and the
globe it inhabits, and challenging all of us to change, first
ourselves, and then the world in which we live so that the
whole human family can live in tranquility and peace. He is
calling for a true conversion of heart. The question is: Will
we and others like us have the courage to ask ourselves what
sinful social structures we support by our complicity and
what are we going to do to change the situation?
